They 
worshipped a golden calf, they 
bowed down to it and danced 
around it.   They trusted in what 
they made with their own hands 
rather than in the living God 
who had so powerfully revealed 
himself to the people.  It would 
seem that only a few within that 
huge company recognised the 
power of God, the provision of 
God, the protection of God; and 
what would mark them out as 
completely distinct from all 
other nations - the presence of 
God!
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Right now LECF is engaged in a 
journey towards a Promised 
Land much better than we 
should be able to expect, or 
than we deserve.
It can only come our way 
because of the favour of the 
Lord, and unless he goes with 
us, we dare not move!  The size 
of our bank balance, the 
strength of our influence with 
key decision makers, and the 
right-ness of our cause are all 
immaterial; unless the Lord 
goes with us we dare not move. 
I URGE you to re-commit 
yourself to seeking GodÕs 
presence in your own life, and 
to join us at every opportunity 
w h e r e w e s e e k G o d 
corporately.  Left to our own 
devices we WILL sin; in hand 
with him we will see the future 
he promised.

The Welsh Sunday School teachers decided to try for one more year, but before the deadline 
was up, God had moved and the Welsh revival had begun.
